2010 Intermountain CFC Summary





Dear Federal Employees,





As we launched the 2010 Combined Federal Campaign in the Intermountain region last fall, we invited each of you to “Imagine the Good You Can Do.”  And you responded!





Even as the “Great Recession” hit rock bottom, federal employees in our area shrugged it off and continued to give generously from their hearts. While our participation rate dipped slightly, our average gift per donor climbed to a record $312, as our campaign exceeded $2.5 million dollars for the third year in a row.





As the 2010 campaign came to a close, Intermountain CFC opened a new era by completing two mergers – with Southwestern Idaho CFC and Southwest Colorado CFC. As of 2011, Intermountain CFC now covers 100 counties throughout Utah, Wyoming, southern Idaho, western Colorado and Oregon – serving approximately 55,000 federal employees and covering 279,318 square miles!





These mergers will help our combined campaign become more efficient and lower our administrative rate (already among the best in the nation) even further. However, fundraising will continue at the local level, and both Local Federal Coordinating Committees (LFCCs) for Southwestern Idaho and Southwest Colorado have joined the Intermountain LFCC and will continue to oversee operations in their local areas.





The year 2011 marks the 50th Anniversary for the Combined Federal Campaign, and Intermountain CFC is celebrating by launching a newly retooled Website, new incentive programs and new methods of giving/serving. And giving is what CFC is all about.
